Trailer Loading: To teach the horse to go into the trailer safely and calmly and to unload in a slow, 

relaxed manner.                                                                                                                                  

Sacking out: Desensitizes the horse to all the things that he will encounter on a daily basis; your hands, 

blankets, bridles, saddles, ropes etc.

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Horsemanship Education Course: Basic Under Saddle Training 

All aspects of a horse's basic "under saddle" education will be addressed in this session. This includes how to 

develop balance, control and suppleness at the walk, trot and canter, basic lateral work, introduction to trails and 

trail obstacles, and much more. You will learn Bob & Suzanne's Two as One Horsemanship methods of gaining
